Rede D’Or Sao Luiz S.A. (“Rede D’Or”) vem informar aos seus acionistas e ao mercado em geral,
na forma da Lei n® 6.404/76 e da Resolugdo CVM 44/21, que, nesta data, celebrou com Atlantica
Hospitais e Participagdes, S.A. (“Atlantica Hospitais”) - companhia direcionada ao investimento

em hospitais, controlada indireta da Bradseg Participagdes S.A., que por sua vez é controladora
do Grupo Bradesco Seguros - um Acordo de Investimento, Compra e Venda e Outras Avengas
(“Acordo _de Investimentos”) para a contribuicdo do Hospital Sdo Luiz Campinas a rede de

A operacao se dara mediante o reembolso para a Rede D’Or,
por ocasido do fechamento, do montante proporcional despendido até tal momento no Hospital
Sao Luiz Campinas, acrescido de atualizagdo monetaria e capital de giro, e sujeito a mecanismos
de ajuste de preco usuais a operagdes dessa natureza.

Rede D’Or Sao Luiz S.A. (“Rede D’Or”) hereby inform its respective shareholders and the market
in general, pursuant to Law No. 6.404/76 and CVM Resolution 44/21, that, on this date, the
Company has entered into a Purchase and Investment Agreement and Other Covenants
(“Investment Agreement”) with Atlantica Hospitais e Participagoes, S.A. (“Atlantica Hospitais”)

— company focused on investing in hospitals, being an indirect subsidiary of Bradseg
Participagdes S.A., which is the controlling shareholder of Grupo Bradesco Seguros — for
contribution of Hospital Sao Luiz Campinas to the network of “Atlantica D’Or” hospitals, a
corporate partnership held 50.01% by Rede D’Or, its hospital operator, and 49.99% by Atlantica
Hospitais.

Hospital Sdo Luiz Campinas will have up to 325 beds, once its full projected operational capacity
is reached. The value of the total investment in Hospital Sdo Luiz Campinas, in the estimated
amount of R$493,000,000.00 (four hundred and ninety-three million reais), will be borne
proportionally by the parties. The operation will take place through reimbursement to Rede
D’Or, at closing, of the proportional amount spent up to that time at Hospital Sdo Luiz Campinas,
plus monetary adjustment and working capital, and subject to price adjustment mechanisms
usual for transactions of this nature.

The consummation of the Partnership is subject to compliance with certain suspensive
conditions usual in operations of this nature, including the necessary regulatory approvals.
